mation into healthy practices. His research and 
projects have included: a review and evaluation 
of Internet resources for survivors of childhood 
cancer; vocational and employment experiences 
of long-term survivors of childhood cancer – past 
and present goals and barriers and how the cancer 
experience has in� uenced the process; and a sickle 
cell emergency alert card, a wallet-size patient care 
summary that includes emergency care parameters 
and contact information.

Dr. Gates volunteered as a counselor at summer 
camps for children with cancer and hematologi-
cal disorders. While pursuing his undergraduate 
degree, he played the trombone for the Rutgers 
Concert Band. He is � uent in medical and conver-
sational Spanish.
